PROBLEM:

1.  SAME DRAWING ENTERED MULTIPLE TIMES AS “DIFFERENT” DRAWING.

2.  56 “DIALECTS”  DUE TO LOCAL VARIANCES FOR TYPE CODE USE. 

3.  SOME DOCUMENTS IN REPOSITORY GET “NOT HERE” RESPONSE.

4.  “PIGGY BACK” DOCUMENTS (ECOs) MUST BE LINKED TO EACH

      LOCAL VARIATION MADE FOR “TYPE CODE”. 

5.  HUMAN JUDGMENT ALLOWS VARIATIONS IN TYPE CODE “ASSIGNMENT”

6.  JEDMICS COMPUTER SCREENS “MISPLACE” THE DOCUMENT PREFIX. 

7.  NOT COMPLIANT WITH DOD REGULATION REQUIRING “SINGLE

     MEANING DATA ELEMENTS”.

8.  DLA PLACING TYPE CODES ON ALL DOCUMENTS.

VARIES BY LOCAL, INDIVIDUAL, CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS, OR SERVICE INTERPRETATION.  

DEFINITION
DOCUMENT PREFIX:  A TWO DIGIT PREFIX ASSIGNED TO A  DRAWING NUMBER TO FORM A DOCUMENT IDENTIFIER FOR AN “ASSOCIATED” DOCUMENT, SUCH AS PL, DL, IL, AND WL.    

NOT A TYPE CODE.
